e How your arts and cultural project or event aligns with the goals of Darebin Arts Strategy

The following will be prioritised:

e Applications from artists or community organisations from our priority communities
(Being Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander, Deaf or living with disability, Culturally and
Linguistically Diverse, Young People, Older People, Women, LGBTI)

e Applications from artists or community organisations with a demonstrated history of
delivering arts or cultural projects or events of excellent quality
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Applications will be strengthened by:
e Evidence of the projects or events viability
